THE VINEYARD

Vista Verde Vineyard is located a couple miles southeast of Hollister,
California, near the small town of Tres Pinos in San Benito County.
This heavy limestone vineyard is separated into nine blocks that
include clones such as Pommard, Calera, Canada, 667, Mt. Eden, and
Swan.

HARVEST 2011

The 2011 vintage was marked by another cool year that produced
wines with tremendous purity and depth. Similar in many ways to
2010 — without the extremes - it had very low yields and below
average cooler weather. But, the growing season in 2011 was much
more consistent with gentle warming days and very cold summer
